	I want students to know the effect WWI had on the American military, economy, and the fact that the war provided new opportunities to traditionally marginalized groups (women, minorities). I want students to understand how the federal government’s role increased in response to the war. I want students to be able to fill out a skeleton note that includes all these details and complete a Kahoot quiz.

	Students
	· What might stand in the way of your students learning this content (specific misconceptions, lack of prior knowledge, etc.)?

· How does the proposed lesson address students’ backgrounds, interests, and needs, including levels of English language proficiency and Individualized Educational Plans (IEPs) or 504 plans? 
	Students may not understand that the federal government was not as powerful as it is now and may be confused that the government could not always do the type of things that it can now. Students may also be confused about the fact that there was opposition to the war. This may be the first time that they have heard about any resistance.
In terms of tech, the set up for the Kahoot may be difficult. This is the first time it will be used in this class so it will probably take a solid 5 minutes to set up and get everyone on the same page.

	I will open class with a quick write using the prompt “What type of government do you think is more effective at winning a war? A dictatorship? A Democracy? Something in between? Explain why.” I will be assessing student responses to this question in order to get an idea of their understandings of a ‘war-time economy’.

For the visual inquiry portions of the PP (which are numerous) I will be assessing student oral responses.
During the lecture, students will be instructed to fill out a skeleton note that will be collected and graded at the beginning of the next class.

At the beginning of the next class, students will also be taking a quiz based off the material covered in this lecture. (The exact conditions of the quiz vary depending on a die roll done during class)

Finally, at the end of the lesson, students will take a Kahoot quiz. Though not assessed on an individual level, the results of the quiz will give me a good general idea of what the students understood, and what was unclear.

These tools are appropriate because they will measure on both a semi informal basis (oral response, Kahoot quiz) and on a more formalized level (turning in the notes for completion and the quiz taken the following day). This format is also what the students are used to and comfortable with in this class.

The oral assessment will allow for impromptu student participation. However, for students that are more shy, or do not like to participate in class, the notes, Kahoot and quiz will provide an alternate opportunity to demonstrate what they know.
There are 3 ELL’s in the class who use an aide to help explain the lecture and help guide the students on their notes. The seating chart is designed so that students with 504’s and IEP’s are seated next to high level and helpful students who can help them fill out the notes if need be. For more extreme situations, copies of pre-completed skeleton notes can be given out. During the Kahoot quiz, I will be able to quickly group ELL’s and students with 504’s and IEP’s into partners to help them on the quiz.

	During the oral responses (including the free write response), I will be looking mainly for participation and assessing the responses on a case-by-case basis. If the responses are somewhat close to the mark, I will know students have a general understanding and then be able to guide the class to a more accurate understanding of the material from there. If students are not participating at all, or their responses are totally off base, I will know that something in my explanation was unclear and I need to assess what the students do not understand and reteach from there.
During the lesson itself, I will be observing if students are actively taking notes during the lecture.
Finally, during the Kahoot quiz, I will be able to see how many different people have logged in to take the quiz and I will be able to quickly assess the class answers.

Looking for active note taking obviously will not tell me if the students are actually absorbing the lesson material. However, the Kahoot covers a broad overview of the material and should give me a good insight into what the students are remembering and what is unclear.

	Although I will not be present, during the next class my CT, Ms. Martin, will be collecting the notes that the students are supposed to be taking and grade them for completion. There will also be a quiz given in the beginning of class which covers all the material from the day.
I will not be formally grading the Kahoot. I will, however, be able to see the number of correct and incorrect responses to each question. Any question that the majority of the class does not score correctly should be a warning sign that the class as a whole did not understand that portion of the lesson.

	I will be able to give immediate verbal feedback throughout most of the day. I can do this during the discussion after the quick write, during the PP itself and during the Kahoot quiz. The Kahoot quiz also provides feedback that the students can see, therefore they will be able to self evaluate to a degree.
The verbal feedback will consist mostly of questions about what the students are seeing and what they are seeing means (especially during the visual inquires). The feedback will be informal and nearly all individual. 

On the notes and quizzes that will be collected and graded respectively, either my CT or myself will be able to assign a score to the student work which the student will get back during the next class.

	The entire skeleton note is basically one big scaffold. It includes sentences from the PP with key words removed that the students must then fill in themselves as they are listening. As previously mentioned, ELL students or students with more severe 504’s and IEP’s can be given a fully completed skeleton note and then asked to simply follow along with lecture
The quick write is intended to activate the student’s funds of knowledge and get them thinking about the problem of a democracy at war in a realistic way. 

The PP itself utilizes visuals very heavily. There will be ample opportunities for students to conduct quick and informal visual inquiries throughout the day.

Eventually, the skeleton notes can be scaled back or removed entirely.

	Bell rings, students enter. Greet students and small talk
Instruct students on how to fill out the creative project approval slips and allow them to do this 
Show quick write prompt (listed above) instruct students to write their thoughts for 2-3 minutes. Once they have done this, students will pair share their ideas with a partner.
Class discussion on the quick write topic. Write down pro’s and con’s of each type of government during war.
Transition to lecture: “Today we are going to be looking at how the American Government became much more powerful and controlled more than it ever had before during WWI”
	 This class is very energetic but friendly. Mrs. Martin sometimes spends a whole 15 minutes just greeting the students and talking to them. As we are on a tight schedule today, I am trying to limit this to 5 minutes.
The quick write prompt is intended to get students thinking more deeply about some of the effects of WWI, and understanding why a government with more direct control may in times of war be considered necessary.
	Have class project approval slips ready.
Have students take out or remake the trifold name tags

During the quick write and pair share, pass out the notes for the day.

Continue lecture: Selective Service, Expansion of Federal Government, new social/economic opportunities etc…

Visual Inquiry and generalization on anti-German war propaganda

Kahoot quiz, set up and instruct students on how to participate. Give quiz.
	Visual inquiries are a good way to keep a lecture like format, but break up the monotony of the teacher standing at the front of the room and talking the entire time. The generalization activity will allow for the students to take their learning past the level 1 questions and on two levels two and three. 
The Kahoot quiz is a good chance for students to engage in an informal self-assessment as they will be able to see the correct answers shortly after answering.

I will also be able to see the class wide responses to the questions and address any misconceptions or misunderstandings briefly.
	For generalizations, have students use the back side of their notes or a scratch piece of paper and write down two or three bullet points on what each picture shows us or represents. Then, compare across the class to come up with your generalization.
Make sure the Chromebook cart is ready to go before the Kahoot quiz is launched. Some students may need to use the Chromebooks if they don’t have smartphones.
